Assignment 2

Description

This will be a team project consisting of 2 to 4 members per team. Neither single-person teams nor teams with 5 or more people will be allowed. All team members will receive the same grade. 

The goal of this assignment is to describe an Internet/Web-related technology and discuss how it might be applied to a specific domain of interest (e.g. education etc). Your report should demonstrate an appreciation of the broad area of the chosen technology as well as a clear understanding of the issues of significance in the area. In addition, the report will describe how this technology might be used in a particular domain you have selected. The report will also contain citations to relevant books, journal articles and WWW documents.

Select one technology from the list below. Topics will be assigned on a first-come, first served basis. Please e-mail the instructor a list of at least 3 choices in order of preference as soon as possible. Domains of interest will be up to the team, although you will have to include a rationale for your choice in the e-mail. Failure to do so will result in delays that may cause your favorite topic to be assigned to someone else. Consult the instructor if you have any questions regarding technologies involved.

Report

Each team will create a Web site containing the assignment. No hardcopy is required. Limit the content to between 4000 to 6000 words. All Web pages should be well designed in terms of layout, graphics, typography and navigation, with usability issues taken into account. Content should also be organized in a logical manner. In addition, one Web page should be used to display title as well as the names and e-mail addresses of all team members. Any non-original content used must be cited. 

The graphics used on in the project Web site must be original or borrowed/adapted from free graphics libraries on the Internet. Cite any graphics libraries used. Likewise, any source code (D/HTML or CGI scripts) used must be original or public domain, that is, permission must be granted by the author(s) to freely use and/or adapt their code. Cite any code used.

The Web pages will be uploaded to the H6614 project web site in an appropriately named subdirectory on the due date. E-mail the URL to the instructor by the due date as well.
